ArtBar's new small bites menu will
include the same Southern inspired dishes found on the pairing menu in addition to Fried Green Tomatoes with Lemon Caper
Tartar; Fries (Sweet Potato or Boardwalk); and a choice of three different Chip Dips including Blue Cheese, French Onion and
Maryland Crab all for under $6.
